How does Foodbuy operate? 

Foodbuy does not sell or distribute any products or services, they are price negotiators.  Foodbuy leverages 

the combined buying power of all of their members to negotiate discounted prices and rebates from a wide 

variety of manufacturers, distributors and service providers.  These rebates are then shared with Foodbuy 

members.  A Foodbuy membership is free of charge to food banks and there is no obligation to purchase 

anything. 

 

Do I have to change my distributors if I join Foodbuy? 

No, you do not need to change anything. Foodbuy is not a distributor; instead, they work with your existing 

distributors to track your procurement data and provide you with rebates on contracted items.

How do I apply for a Foodbuy membership? 

Step 1: Reach out to the designated Foodbuy Account Manager for Food Banks with any questions you 

might have:     Rita Anderson,

Step 2. Once Foodbuy receives your email, the account manager will connect you with a Foodbuy Business 

Development Manager who will contact you and provide all the necessary details as well as answer any 

questions you might have. 

Step 3. Once approved, there are three potential scenarios: 

1. Direct Service Delivery Program: If this is the best fit, orders will be placed directly with vendors, 

and the product will be delivered to your food bank once Foodbuy sets you up with the vendor. 

2. New Distributor Program: If you're not currently working with a distributor, Foodbuy will set you 

up with the one that best meets your needs. 

3. Existing Distributor: If you're already using a distributor, nothing will change in your ordering 

process. Foodbuy will simply collect your account number to track your purchase data and ensure 

you receive applicable rebates. 

Step 4.  Invoices for product purchases will be sent to you by the vendors.  

 

Step 5. Foodbuy will receive records of your purchases and will mail rebate cheques to your Food Bank 

three months after purchase (to allow for data processing).
